1. Foley Catheter - Irrigate catheter with 20-50mL Normal saline prn and monitor for promptreturns.

2. Indwelling or Suprapubic Urinary Catheters
a. Change latex/silastic and silicone —silicone coated catheters monthly and PRN
c. lIrrigate catheter with 20-50mL normal saline PRN and monitor for prompt returns

3. Trial of Void (TOV)

Remove catheter and f/u with patient later same day. Replace catheter if unable to void well and/or uncomfortable due to bladder
distension/pain. If residual volume >250cc, leave catheter in and proceed with repeat TOV weekly for maximum of 3 weeks. If patient
has not voided after 3 TOVs, contact referring PCP/urologist. If residual volume <250cc and patient comfortable, remove reinserted
catheter. Document residual.
